	Mental Health T&FWG
SR – reported group had sent some questions on carers and users to Stockwell Day Centre for consultation. He also reported that the group will arrange a visit to the Centre later.
LE – reported he has difficulty trying to get information from SLaM, ME undertook to raise issue at Scrutiny Committee meeting.

Deaf Community T&FGW
KK – reported much work had been done; that two more visits planned with adult social services and 1 GP practice.  One member writing up draft report to be considered at following   sub group meeting.

Safeguarding Adult T&FWG

ME – reported the group had decided to visit four care homes. To provide up-date at following Steering Committee meeting.

Diabetes & Obesity T&FWG

NK – reported there would be a meeting of the group on the 14th of June. That they had 3 very good pre-meetings with the lead on Modernisation Initiative.  That workshops with young people were going very well.  She also formally thanked Jeanette for her contribution towards the success of the workshops.  She reported changes with individual were already visible.  That an evaluation was being conducted.  She concluded by saying she was hoping to put in second bid to carry out another set of workshops.
PB – reported that JSNA was very interested in the work of the T& FWG.  NK said would forward interim report to JSNA as soon as it was ready.

KK distributed Lambeth council’s white paper on Co-operative Council.
LE expressed concern about major changes taking place which had not been brought to the attention of the LINk. He expressed the need for the LINk to be adequately informed so it could get involved.  
NK reported that the NHS Lambeth had not been provided with feedback on meeting with Angela Dawes of LCH.  She reported however that the NHS Lambeth was keen to hear the LINk’s views.

	Public meeting – polysystem
	

	
	KK thanked NK for preparing the briefing paper and the draft schedule for the day.  Meeting was originally set for 7/7 but it was advised that it would clash with the world cup and might affect attendance, so new dates were being considered.  KK urged members publicise meeting widely.

LE raised concern that the central government could abandon the idea of polysystem and questioned whether it was still relevant to hold the public meeting with that theme. 
NK commented that it was Caroline Hewitt who suggested the joint  meeting. That the public meeting would not be principally about national polysystem but more at the local level, how services, especially GP surgeries worked with others; how local networks and relationships could be developed.  She asked whether, for example, it was possible to put social care services in GP surgeries.
ST expressed reservation about putting social care services in GP surgeries.

PP commented that participants in the public meeting could talk about their needs and how local services should be governed; CH would be in the position to respond and give updates.  That the LINk could help shape future services.
LE said that the PCT and Lambeth council needed to present their plans so people could comment.

	ME –attended NHS Lambeth Board meeting but the acting CEO was summoned away for central briefing.  That they would ask him about the   briefing at their next meeting.
LE – attended meeting at SLaM. Reported confirmation of future withdrawal of funding for mental health services and transfer of mental health care to GP practices.  LE expressed concerned about adequacy of mental health support at GP practices.
Attended Lambeth Community Health meeting on public involvement and partnership.  Next discussion is on youth services.
LE reported the next meeting of the King’s College A&E Redevelopment Project Board would be on the 23rd of July. It would discuss how to keep people in touch during the redevelopment period.
PB – reported the JSNA has set priority areas of work (some same as LINk’s priorities); that they have identified 10 commissioning areas.  Also that the JSNA would like to further identify issues outside their current list for commissioning.

WH –attended the GSTT patient’s involvement meeting. He reported there was a discussion of a 3 years patient involvement plan.  He requested the “dignity in Care” report so he could present at their July meeting.
