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The Chief Executive of the NHS in England, Sir David Nicholson KCB CBE has written to 

all NHS Chief Executives informing them of how they plan to take forward the Secretary 

of State’s policy commitments on service reconfiguration. 

 

The Secretary of State, Andrew Lansley has identified four key areas in which 

reconfiguration processes need to improve  as plans for significant service changes are 

delivered and consulted upon; 

 

1. support from GP commissioners will be essential; 

2. arrangements for public and patient engagement, including local authorities 

should be further strengthened; 

3. there should be greater clarity about the clinical evidence base underpinning 

proposals; 

4. that proposals should take into account the need to develop and support patient 

choice. 

 

However, he states: “Given the complexity and scale of the change issues in London, I 

have asked NHS London to make separate recommendation about how service change 

in the capital should be taken forward to meet these requirements.” 
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Lambeth: Co-operative Council................Good or bad idea? 

Lambeth LINk has asked to be part of the council’s Citizen Commission, which has 

been set up to gather views of the public, staff and interested partners on draft 

proposals for a Co-operative Council over the coming months. 

Lambeth could be the first council in the country to become a Co-operative Council if 

the draft policy proposal “The Co-operative Council: A new settlement between 

citizens and public services. A new approach to public service delivery” is 

accepted. 

The Council’s move to become a co-operative will fundamentally change the way 

public services are delivered in Lambeth and has been pushed by two major factors.  

¶ The council wants to change the relationship between themselves and the 

public and they believe the best way to ensure public services are designed 

around the needs of Lambeth residents is to give them a bigger role in 

designing and delivering them.  

 

¶ Pending cuts in public services due to the severe recession will mean council’s 

across the country will be expected to do more with less and work more closely 

with other public sector partners.

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11 Young People with Diabetes Learn to Stay Positive and Healthy 

Free workshops where young people aged between 15-25 years old with Type 1 
Diabetes teach teenagers with a similar condition to “Stay Positive” and healthy 
were held at the Oval House Theatre in Kennington. 
 
The session of three Staying Positive Workshops spread over two months, gave 
young people like Jennifer Vondee (pic left) a chance to discuss issues teenagers 
growing up with a long term health conditions, such as managing medication and 
treatment, communicating with doctors and teachers and relationships and 
socialising and making the move to adult services.  
 
The workshops were a joint venture between Lambeth LINk, Guy’s and St Thomas’ 
NHS Foundation Trust, King’s College NHS Foundation Trust and the Dept of 
Health’s Expert Patients Programme Community Interest Company.
