KK reported that he had not been able to get further information about the CQC’s national advisory. Will try for next meeting.

KK suggested that Ray Johannsen-Chapman, Lead for Patient and Public Involvement, SLaM, be offered 5-10 min presentation slot at the March meeting. LE asked what he would be talking about when the committee had already had a presentation from Sarah Haspel. It was agreed that KK and LE meet separately to discuss Ray attending the meeting.

It was agreed that “polysystems” would be the topic for the June Public Meeting. NW said that it would be helpful for those steering committee members who were unsure of the term “polysystems”, that a briefing paper be written by the host.
It was agreed i) that  a Steering Committee sub-group be set up to plan the public meeting and

ii) that topics for public meetings for the rest of 2010/11be discussed at a meeting where the new steering committee members are present
ME expressed a concern over whether the PCT should be involved in the public meeting and if they are it shouldn’t be based on Gracefields.

	ME interviewed by Helen McGee, Picker Institute on the evaluation of polysystems and polyclinics.

ME attended NHS London, Cardio-Vascular Group, Equality Conference, London Ambulance Patient’s Forum.

ST and SP both attended the Ethnic Health Foundation conference on Health Inequalities. ST made the point to the conference that Lambeth Council promotes healthy living whilst at the same time shutting down local swimming pools.

ST and LE both attended NHS Lambeth Community Health Patient Involvement and Partnership Working Group meeting at Gracefields. ST said there are plans to create a patient involvement group that targeted young people.

ST said that the working group had discussed “Gold Standard Framework” for end of life care. KK suggested that him and ST meet to discuss the matter further. 

LE encouraged committee members to attend Lambeth Council’s Health and Adult Services Scrutiny Sub-Committee Meeting on Feb 23, where they will be discussing the financial outlook and savings for Guy’s and St Thomas’ NHS Foundation Trust. The issue was raised in a letter from Ron Kerr, Chief Executive of Guy’s and St Thomas’ to Cllr Helen O’Malley, Chair of HASSC.

Safeguarding Task Group need to arrange a meeting date
Deaf Task Group is meeting on March 2. The group has responded to the council’s Physical and Sensory Impairment Strategy consultation and has sent an information request to council’s Adult and Community Services.
Diabetes Task Group. Report from NK distributed to members present at the meeting and attached to these minutes. 

Adult and Community Services requested that a LINk member attend JSNA Project team meetings. Patricia Bell agreed to attend the monthly meetings on behalf of the LINk. 

Agreed that host invite Ron Kerr, Chief Executive of Guy’s and St Thomas’ Foundation to SC meeting to talk about shortfall in funding, as outlined in letter to Cllr O Malley.

NHS Lambeth Community Health Annual Patient Survey, 500 people to be surveyed which may include SC members as it is sent out across the borough. People who receive the survey will be able to choose to identify themselves as a LINk member when they respond. 

EA agreed to represent LINk on the NHS Lambeth Community Health, Customer Services Working Group. Next meeting on Feb 26 at Elm Court Health Centre.

KK informed members that the Quality Accounts: Framework and Tools is available.  LE and ME asked for a copy to be sent to them
KK: LINk Annual report to be finished and presented to the Secretary of State by June, 2010. It will also go to local providers/trusts etc. KK will draft the report for the host and liaise with Chair and Vice Chairs on the final draft. 

AM questioned why an annual report was needed. JS said the annual report was a legal requirement. It will also feed in to the future support and funding for LINKs therefore we need to use the report to demonstrate the work undertaken during the year and the impact the LINk has made on local services.
